Gauteng ‘Crime Prevention Wardens’

 Called “Amapanyaza” after Gauteng Premier — 6000 people
* Echoes “Bambanani” in early years of Western Cape
 EPWP guidelines do not provide for provincial community patrollers

* Claims of powers in terms of section 334 — no such declaration

* Must have appointment certificates from SAPS in order to exercise their
powers

* Would only have citizen powers, which do not include power to enter
premises (Sizokuthula show)

* No command lines, no discipline, no oversight
